INVITATION: You are invited to be part of the fifth NNHRRB conference. NNHRRB encourages you to submit a proposal for a presentation session at the 2013 conference October 23-24, 2013 in Window Rock, AZ at the Navajo Nation Museum.

The Navajo Nation Human Research Review Board (NNHRRB) was established in March 1996 to guarantee that ethical research was conducted and completed within the boundaries of the Navajo Nation for the benefit of the Diné people.  There has been much outstanding research completed that needs to be shared with the Diné people. As such, we are pleased to announce the NNHRRB 2013 conference as a venue to share the information on past research findings and information on research currently being conducted on the Navajo Nation.

In the interests of generating a Navajo research/action agenda, consider what is “known” already in your area of research, what your research has contributed, and what you would recommend as next steps, both in terms of additional research needed and of program or policy changes suggested by the research.

The goals of this conference are:
· To disseminate Navajo research findings to the Navajo Nation government, tribal departments and service providers of the Navajo public.
· To disseminate and facilitate the implementation of research findings within governmental agencies such the Indian Health Service, Bureau of Indian Affairs, and others located on the Navajo Nation.
· To facilitate the use of research findings to inform clinical and public health practice on the Navajo Nation.
· To provide a venue for discussions about collaboration among providers, tribal health leaders and researchers.
· To facilitate the use of research findings to plan, develop and fund programs.

· To prioritize tribal concerns regarding research needs.
· To examine the accountability and utility of research outcomes.
· To inform the development and /or revision of Diné health and education policy.
